Chalking Guidelines

With so many students enjoying the end-of-summer weather, this time of the year is an excellent time to get your Organizations name in front of prospective members by putting it, literally, underfoot.
Please be aware of the guidelines before you begin chalking:
· The announcement must promote a campus-wide activity, event or meeting that is open to all students.

· Must fit within a 4’ by 4’ space. 

· Chalking is prohibited on all vertical surfaces, buildings, walls, benches, picnic tables, signs, poles, trees, etc.

· Chalked announcements may not exceed two days prior to the campus activity, event or meeting.

· Registered student organizations or university departments that desire to chalk an announcement must first register with the Office of Student Life (616 331-2345).
