Join us on the road this Fall as our exciting, interactive show tours West Michigan High Schools.  Bard to Go features five talented university actors performing some of Shakespeare’s most beloved plays, put together in a collage of scenes that explore the many forms that love can take—and the problems it can create!  Visiting Professor Ben Cole directs this year’s production which explores the richness of the comedy, the fullness of the tragedy, and the delight of the language, all combined into an approach that will help your students fall in love with Shakespeare! 

PERFORMANCE NEEDS: Because our program style is informal and intimate, our show works the best with audiences of approximately 150 students.  However, if your school has an acoustically appropriate performance space, larger groups may be accommodated.  Please feel free to discuss this during the booking process. Performances run approximately 45 minutes, and are usually followed by a brief audience talkback with the actors and director. We need a 20’ x 30’ space to perform in and will require about 40 minutes in the performance space prior to the show for set up.  We will also need access to an electrical outlet somewhere near the stage area.    
DATES:  Shows are available three Fridays in October and the first Friday in November.  Times are flexible due to varied high school class times.  Bookings are done on a first-come, first-served basis and may be contingent upon travel time.

COST:  $175 per performance. Scholarships are available if your school qualifies for assistance; discounts are available for multiple shows.  Please ask when you book your performance.
