BARD TO GO: Lovestruck
 FAQ for TEACHERS

Teachers, Please Note: There will be a free, public performance of Bard to Go: Lovestruck on Saturday, November 7th at 1:00 pm, at the Loosemore Auditorium on the Grand Rapids GVSU campus. We would love to have you and your students and their families attend.
1. How long is the show?

· Approximately 45 minutes. 
2. Can the students discuss the show with the actors and the director?

· Schools can request 10-15 minutes for Q & A after the show, if desired.  
3. What’s the show about this year?

· This year, Bard-to-Go is featuring scenes that highlight the joys and despair associated with love.  It will follow the trials of the lovers from A Midsummer Night’s Dream, indulge in some gossip from The Merchant of Venice, explore the difficulties of courting in Henry VI part 1, and laugh at love blossoming out of mistaken identity in A Comedy of Errors all within a context of an early wartime 1940s setting that emphasizes just how serious this falling in love business can be.
4. Is it age appropriate?

· The show is designed for upper middle school and high school audiences. However, it’s Shakespeare, so there is some sexual innuendo. If you’re worried that it might be inappropriate for your school, you may want to speak to Rachel Anderson, Professor of English, the producer of the show (616-331-8536; if she’s not there, feel free to leave a message, and she will call you back).

5. What kind of performance space is needed?

· Approximately 20’ x 30’, and we need approximately 40 minutes in the space before performance time for set up.  
· Access to a standard electrical outlet.  

· We especially like spaces where students can sit on three sides of the stage area; however, we can perform in any type of theatre or performance space.
6. How much does the performance cost?

· Each show is $175.  A small surcharge for fuel costs may apply if your school is more than 100 miles from Grand Rapids.  

7. Does my school get a discount if we book two shows?

· If you book two shows on the same day, within the Grand Rapids area, there is a $25.00 discount. 

8. How many students can see the show?

· The show works best in an intimate setting, so we like to have no more than about 150 students per show. However, if you have an acoustically appropriate space, we may be able to accommodate a larger group.
