Students cast in the Bard to Go or Romeo & Juliet may not use material from those works for the competition.
All GVSU students are eligible.

Performing Arts
Submissions may include:
· Performance of Elizabethan period music.
· Modern work composed specifically as a response to Shakespeare’s plays or motion pictures of his work. 
· Group or individual dance work interpreting period music.

· Modern work expressive of one of the plays by Shakespeare or his contemporaries.

· Piece not to exceed 5 mins.

Competition: Performance students should be prepared to present their work on Friday, October 30, 4-6pm, in the Recital Hall in the PAC.  
Visual Arts 
Submissions may include:
· Painting, drawing, sculpture, ceramic, photography, film, video, etc.

· An artist’s statement must accompany all work describing the artwork’s relation to Shakespeare or the Elizabethan period.

· Photo entries must be in the form of mounted prints; no slides accepted.

· Maximum size for flatwork is 2 feet square, originals only. Size of 3-D entries should be comparable.

Deadline:

Students should drop off their art works with the Entry Form to LHH 126 on Monday, Oct. 26, 10am-4pm.

Writing
Submissions may include:
· Poetry, fiction, or drama

· Analytical, philosophical, biographical, or historical essays. 

· Essays dealing with the achievements of Renaissance and early Baroque scientists.

· 3000 words or less. 
· G Number on each page. Student’s name should be on the entry form only.

graduate student writing
