Admissions Test: No admissions test required

Application Service: ChiroCAS

Use your FULL legal name
Print a copy of your completed application for your reference; turn one in to CLAS Advising for your file
*Few schools currently participate in ChiroCAS, check with individual schools to see their application
process

Fee: $125 for one school; $45 for each additional school
*Fee is non-refundable, can be paid by credit card or money order

Transcripts: Transcripts from ALL schools attended must be sent to ChiroCAS and should be accompanied
by a transcript request form

Personal Statement: A statement of motivation is required that should address: your expectations of the
degree program, your understanding of the field, and how your academic background has prepared you
for this degree

Letters of Reference: A maximum of three references may be entered in ChiroCAS. Additional references
should be sent directly to the schools. It is preferred that references are sent electronically but they can
be sent via mail. MUST be submitted by letter writer and received by application deadline

Supplemental Applications: Vary by school, see
http://www.aavmc.org/vmcas/supplemental applications.htm for specifications; all fees and materials
should be submitted directly to the individual school

Verification: Applications begin shipping out to schools once all application materials have been received

Traffic Rules: Once you have accepted an offer at one school you are expected to withdraw all
outstanding applications

Acceptances: Make sure you are meeting any program deadlines

Application Cycle (dates are estimated based on 2010-2011 cycle)
Varies based on school; many have multiple admission dates, check
with individual schools for deadlines

are meeting any deadlines or requirements outlined by the application and testing services, as well as
individual school requirements.
