STAIR:  Studies in Trans-Atlantic International Relations

Visiting Faculty Information and Application

Introduction:

STAIR is a cooperative academic program between Krakow University of Economics (KUE), University of Debrecen (UC), Hungary, and Grand Valley State University (GVSU) in Michigan, USA.  Funded by the U.S. Department of Education and the European Commission, one of STAIR’s primary goals is to facilitate student exchanges among cooperating universities.  Another key element of the STAIR program is to facilitate faculty mobility between GVSU and our partner universities.  Therefore, STAIR Steering Committee members will select two GVSU faculty members to travel to STAIR partner universities each year.  One faculty member will travel to the Krakow, Poland, and the other will travel to Debrecen, Hungary. 

 Faculty should spend two weeks at the partner institution.  The goals of the visit are:  (a) to pursue collaborative research interests and (b) to provide lectures on a topic of the visitor’s expertise.  With regard to (b), we expect that the visiting faculty member will attend one or more classes during their regular meeting times during the first week of the visit.  During the second week, the visitor will conduct the regular class sessions.  The objective is to provide a new, international perspective on a topic familiar to students and to allow students at the home university to benefit from the STAIR program.  The visitor may be asked to provide a presentation to a larger, broader audience at the partner institution during the visit as well.

Timing:

We expect that faculty members will visit the STAIR partner campuses in late April or early May, when GVSU regular classes have ended and KUE and Debrecen classes are still in session.  Another possibility is to travel during an extended GVSU spring break.

Travel Expenses:

The STAIR grant and Padnos International Center will cover the cost of transportation to/from the partner institution (though parameters on approved airlines apply), and the partner institution will provide a small apartment near/at the university. For faculty visiting Debrecen, STAIR/PIC will cover up to two nights hotel accommodation in Budapest. Visiting faculty will also be reimbursed the GVSU per diem rate for all meals.

Eligibility:

To qualify, the GVSU faculty member must teach core or elective classes in International Relations at GVSU.  During the four years of the STAIR program, we hope that faculty from a variety of IR-related disciplines will participate in the STAIR exchanges.

Expectations:

GVSU faculty members funded via STAIR agree to be actively involved with the STAIR program.  They agree to help welcome visiting faculty and students from Cracow and/or Debrecen at GVSU.  In addition, GVSU faculty members selected as visitors are expected to invite visiting faculty from Debrecen or Krakow to lecture in their GVSU classrooms during the subsequent academic year.
