1. Participants of the STAIR program agree to complete all requirements necessary for securing the bachelor-level diploma supplement through this program.  U.S. students must commit to spending two semesters abroad – one semester in Poland and one semester in Hungary.  EU students must commit to spending 3 semesters abroad – one year in the U.S. and one semester at the partner institution in either Hungary or Poland.  Any student who does not participate in the agreed number of semesters abroad will pay back all scholarship funds that were previously disbursed.
