Checklist

February

· Apply for a passport if you do not already have one.

· Purchase health insurance that covers you overseas, if you do not already have this.

· Complete online post-acceptance forms.

· Mark all pre-departure meetings on your calendar. These meetings cannot be missed. Contact the faculty director for more information.

· Schedule appointments to receive any required immunizations/vaccinations.

· If you are an international student, inform the faculty director of this fact and request that flight arrangements allow 4 hours at Customs when re-entering the US to avoid missing connecting flights.

· If you do not intend to participate in the program, immediately withdraw online at https://secure.gvsu.edu/oasis/ , by logging into your application and clicking, “Withdraw from a program.” You will be held responsible for the cost of arrangements being made on your behalf.

March

· Submit a photocopy of your passport and a photocopy of your study abroad insurance card to PIC.

· Apply for a visa and ISIC card, if appropriate to the program.

· Register for program courses. (Be sure to pay the bill by the deadline to avoid automatic de-registration.)

· Visit the Financial Aid Office.

· Continue attending pre-departure meetings.

April
· Ask your doctor for a written prescription for any medications you will be taking during the program, and obtain a supply sufficient to last for the duration of the program.
