Study Abroad Scholarship
2011-2012 Application
Established in 2006, The Mark A. & Elizabeth C. Murray Scholarship for Study Abroad is intended to support students who wish to study outside of the United States but without this fund would otherwise not be able to afford to do so. Awardees will make an effort to report on their study abroad experience to the Murray family and will consider donating funds to the scholarship fund after completion of their degree.
Criteria and Eligibility

Candidates and recipients of the Mark A. & Elizabeth C. Murray Study Abroad Scholarship must:

• Be enrolled with full-time status as a degree-seeking student at GVSU


• Participate in an approved for-credit Study Abroad program that 

 
   involves overseas study or interning for no fewer than 8 weeks

• Have completed at least 14 GVSU credits at the time of application and have a 
 
   cumulative GPA of 2.8 or higher


• Have a current FAFSA form on file with GVSU’s Financial Aid office, in order 


   to help demonstrate appropriate financial need

 Preference will be given to applicants with limited international travel experience prior to participating in the study abroad program referenced in this application.

Awards & Selection
Award amount may vary each year, depending on the number & quality of applications. Awards will be between $1500 and $5000 per student, and based on specific financial need and overall cost of program. Applications will be accepted until February 15th each year for programs that begin within the subsequent 12 months. A Committee, comprised from the staff of the Padnos International Center, will select the awardees each year, and will base their final decision on interviews with finalists.
Application Requirements

1. One recommendation from a GVSU faculty member
2. One recommendation from another individual (e.g., employer, adult friend, clergy)
3. A 1-3 page letter from the applicant, detailing his or her personal and career goals, reasons for selection of particular study abroad program, and statement of financial need. Please include a full breakdown of your program costs and current funding sources.
4. Completed application form (see attached)

5. Be available for an interview with the award committee, if selected as a finalist
