To apply for a passport students need the following:

1. Passport Application Form

2. Certified Copy of Birth Certificate- The certificate must carry the official seal from the state of birth.  Students can obtain certificates at the county Clerk's, State Clerk's, or City Hall where they were born.  This will vary from state to state.  Xerox copies, hospital issued certificates, birth registration cards and baptismal certificates are not acceptable substitutes.

3. Picture ID- Either a valid driver's license or Michigan Identification Card with photo is acceptable.

4. Two Recent Identical Photos- the photos must be taken expressly for the purpose of passport use by a professional photographer.  The pictures must be two identical originals taken by a double-lensed camera.  Copies of originals will not be accepted.
	Some locations that take photographs specifically for passports are: Padnos International Center ($2.00), any Kinko's ($15), AAA, Sears, WalMart, or Walgreen’s ($7.99/2) locations.  Also: Kolenda photos in Brentwood Mall, Colorama Photographers on Burton St., Mani's Photography Studio in Jenison, the Shipping Department in Holland, Kirk's Photo and Framing in Grand Haven.  Check the Yellow Pages under Commercial Photography for other locations.  Prices may range from $8.50-$15.00.


5. Application Fee- The total cost is $97.00.  Fees are payable by check, or money order.  If cash or a debit card is presented, a Money Order will be created for the amount payable to Department of State, and the subsequent fee will also be imposed.  $55.00 to the Department of State (for the passport fee), $12.00 (security surcharge), and $30.00 to Postmaster (for the execution of the application).  This passport will be valid for ten (10) years.
