B. Courses that have (Gen Ed) written after them are classes that are required in the major and also fulfill a section      of the 

general education program. 

C. Remember to fulfill your 2 SWS requirements; 1 can be taken in the gen ed program and 1 in your major. 

D. Some classes are in multiple sections within the gen ed. If you take a course that can be counted in two categories,      you can 

open up 1-2 more spots for major electives. 

E. You must have 120 credits to graduate from Grand Valley State University.
