MULLENDORE LEGAL STUDIES AND CRIMINAL JUSTICE SCHOLARSHIP
APPLICATION FORM
Scholarship Description – This scholarship is intended to be used by any Grand Valley State University student who has completed 55 credit hours and is enrolled and eligible for financial aid as either a part time or full time, degree seeking undergraduate student in the Grand Valley State University School of Criminal Justice (CJ or LS) who is interested in a career working as a legal professional.  The award amount to part time students will be adjusted on a pro rata basis according to their credit hours (e.g.: a student enrolled for six credits may only be eligible for 50% of the award amount available to a full time student). Candidates must have a 3.0 cumulative grade point average and demonstrate financial need.
Application Procedure:

1. Complete the application form below.

2. Submit an essay describing your interest in entering the legal profession.  Include in the essay your rationale for selecting both your current major and career goal.  If you have already participated, or intend to participate, in a study abroad program please also include a description of that experience and how these study abroad experiences develop students in ways that other academic programs can not.
3. Submit at least one letter of recommendation from a GVSU professor.

4. Give a statement of any special circumstances or needs that you would like the selection committee to take into consideration. (Optional)

5. Please summarize other financial scholarship support that you have received while at GVSU including the source(s) and amount of the award(s).

6. The application packet must include a completed application form, personal essay, and letter(s) of recommendation and be received by the School of Criminal Justice Office by 5 PM on March 23. 
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A. Purpose: The purpose of the Mullendore Legal Studies and Criminal Justice Scholarship is to recognize and reward quality students who major in either Legal Studies or Criminal Justice with the intention of entering and contributing to the legal profession, and to also encourage them to participate in international educational opportunities.
B. Qualifications: Candidates for and/or recipients of, as applicable, this scholarship must meet the following criteria:

1. Entering their junior or higher year carrying a minimum of 55 earned credit hours. 

2. Enrolled with at least six credits as a degree-seeking undergraduate student majoring in Legal Studies or Criminal Justice in the Grand Valley State University School of Criminal Justice.  The number of credit hours enrolled may affect the amount of the award.
3. Candidates and recipients must carry a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher (4.0 system) and recipients shall be making satisfactory academic progress according to the norms established by the University and the School of Criminal Justice.  Transfer candidates must carry a 3.2 or higher grade point average from their prior college or university in addition to meeting the GVSU grade point average requirement for any courses completed at GVSU.

4. Demonstration of financial need as defined by government programs is required. Candidates and renewing recipients must file the Free Application for Federal Student Aid.

Transfer candidates must be accepted by Grand Valley State University for enrollment in the School of Criminal Justice; recipients must be attending the School of Criminal Justice to be eligible to receive this scholarship.
