Walruses, Ribbon Seals, Sea Ice, and Climate Change 10:30 a.m. & Noon. 102 Loutit Lecture Hall

Why does the ribbon seal have ribbons? Why does the walrus have tusks? What will happen to the
Arctic animals and will the sea ice diminish or disappear if the climate continues to warm? This talk
will discuss the implications of these changes that will result from an ice-diminished Beringia, the
former “land bridge” between Asia and North America, which is now submerged and is one of the
richest seas on Earth. This area is also where climate change is most rapid, with consequences for
that ecosystem and for its native inhabitants.
