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United Way is focused on closing the third grade reading achievement gap between urban and suburban students through neighborhood- and school-based tutoring programs.

Schools of Hope is United Way’s in-school reading tutor program. The program is operated in partnership with Grand Rapids Public Schools and GVSU.  Each fall, GVSU coordinates training times and registration for faculty and staff to become a Schools of Hope tutor.

In partnership with Schools of Hope, GVSU is supporting this program by allowing faculty and staff to commit to one hour of tutoring per week during work hours with supervisor approval.  

• Volunteer reading tutors are matched with children at elementary schools in Grand Rapids.

• They read together for 30 minutes each week during the school year.

• Advance preparation is not needed; Schools of Hope coordinators prepare materials for reading tutors.
