A few weeks ago | signed up to be an AmeriCorps VISTA volunteer for the next year. | will be working in
conjunction with the MSU Extension Benzie Chapter to start a 4-H Community Garden project in Benzie County. | am
obviously very excited, as signing up symbolized the end of a grueling, yet healthy job-seeking (and growing!) process.

Compared to securing a "real" job after college, making it to graduation was a piece of cake. Perhaps a bigger
challenge to Liberal Studies majors than to graduates of other more specific programs (e.g. Accounting), finding suitable work after graduation
requires an even greater deal of networking, motivation, creativity, and even a little bit of luck. My personal goal was to find a job that was both
meaningful and creative. While | knew the end result would probably be low-paying (which was indeed the case), | will be eligible for health bene-
fits and receive an Education Award as an end-of-service bonus -- not to mention gaining the experience of managing a nonprofit program!

How will this be meaningful instead of another daily grind kind of a job? Put simply, AmeriCorps' mission is to eradicate poverty, and as
a VISTA (Volunteers In Service To America) volunteer, | will be doing my part in helping that cause. As grateful as | am for learning how to cook
after working in restaurants for over half of a decade, being a VISTA volunteer fits the bill better.

As | envision it, the 4-H Grow Benzie! after-school & summer project will offer young people the opportunity to learn a new, greatly
useful set of skills by incorporating children and youth participants in all phases of the gardening process, from planning the garden to either eat-
ing the freshly harvested foods or selling their share of the produce. The program will emphasize responsible decision-making, hands-on outdoor
activities, and youth entrepreneurship. Most importantly, it will teach young people the importance of their choices, community networking, and
humbleness — after all, none of us controls the weather. Potential partners include the MSU Extension Master Gardener Program, D epartment of
Human Services, Poverty Reduction Initiative, Michigan Land Use Institute, local farmers, and other volunteers. In order to ensure support for
this project, | have already been working on a pro bono basis over the past few weeks (my VISTA commitment doesn't officially begin until the
end of August). That's OK, because Liberal Studies majors are all about sharing and giving, right?

Clearly, all of this is tentative: as a VISTA volunteer, | will be in charge of developing the program as | go along, because right now there
is no such thing in place in Benzie County. That is precisely why creativity, dialogue, sustainability and, of course, grant writing will all be crucial
elements of my work.

One more thing: as far as I'm concerned, a Liberal Education might as well be called a Living Education.

There is also a
focus on Swimmer’s Itch, Phragmites reeds and various aquatic macrophytes. | am hoping to get a chance to
sample the plants in the lake with Elizabeth Hill, and also do some water quality testing with Kyle Axtell. It
involves all sorts of processes and observations, including for the former, the use of a rake, and data listings,
and for the latter, Secchi discs (for measuring lake depth), and measurements of temperature, various ele-
ments or chemicals, and bacteria. Various changes in the weather and emergencies have delayed this, but |

hope that they can finally manage to arrange something.

The internship itself is very interesting in the way it is arranged. | am paid by the hour, and it is a flexible ar-
rangement for working on my own time, mostly, so | have to keep a log of my time—it’s not always easy to
remember to check. A lot of my work thus far has involved coordinating with different people and organiza-
tions. It varies in level of activity. There are times when | barely do anything more than make a few phone
calls or emails, and there are times when | rush to clear the calendar for some important events, and then
get especially busy and/or fill in a lot of hours. Most of these are meetings—members meet at the commu-
nity building in Beulah, at Jim Laarman’s house to discuss invasive species and swimmer’s itch (I have attended
one of those), and there was a big annual board meeting the Saturday before last. | also have helped Molly
manage the booths that we set up at events, including the Family Environmental Day, the aforementioned
board meeting, and various arts and crafts fairs held at the Assembly and in Frankfort. At these booths, we
hand out information, and sell maps of the watershed, and also various clothing, including T-shirts and hats
(we each have some shirts and visor caps, as part of our uniform). All in all, thanks to this and many other

happenings, it is a very busy summer, but worth it all!
