ARBITRATION - ARBITRATOR - RELATIONSHIP TO PARTY

An arbitration award was not flawed by the fact that one of the party-selected arbitrators had previously and occasionally served as co-counsel with the attorney representing the intervening plaintiff. The relationship between the arbitrator and the attorney "did not violate the arbitration agreement or rise to the level of evident partiality."
