i. VP Krombeen announced Tentative Budgets from organizations are due November 14, so look out for those. 
c. Campus Affairs
i. VP Scott announced that if any one has any suggestions for new projects, they are kindly welcomed. 

ii. VP Scott sadly announced she will have to be resigning 2 meetings before 2nd semester. XI. New Business
a. MOTION TO APPOINT Kelly Piliouras on the CAC

i. Kelly has a lot of experience and she heard about Senate from Sen. Pacini. Vote=APPOINTED. Congratulations, Kelly is now a new Senate member!!

b. MOTION TO APPROVE one (1) reserve request from Spotlight in the amount of 31,658$
i. VP Scott motioned to recess 5 (five) minutes to look over documents. Vote= Passes. Senate will resume at 5:35

ii. The Spotlight representatives announced Sibs N Kids has been a successful event for 15 years, and it benefits the entire community. The event is great GVSU representation for younger generations. 
iii. VP Hilbrand motioned to cut line 7151 from the reserve request to 0$(putting the total request at 26,658$). The OSL will be covering this cost. Vote= Passes

iv. EVP Bush suggested Spotlight looks for someone to co-sponsor the event. Spotlight announced Laker Late Night will hopefully be helping with food, and they are going to be asking Pepsi to help with the drinks. 

v. Sen. VanDyken motioned to increase line 7041 to 15,800$, putting the total request at 27,143$. Vote= Passes.

vi. VP Terrell reassured the registration fee will be returned to senate. 

vii. VP Cross motioned to increase line 7044 to 4,000$ and line 7022 to 5,405$ because 5000$ was taken out of line 7151( putting the request at 32,143$)
(1) VP Anderson announced she does not like this motion because Senate is already being generous as it is. 

(2) Sen. Reeve made a friendly amendment to increase line 7022 to 4405$ and line 7004 to 4000$-ACCEPTED

(3) VP Hilbrand motioned to split this into two different motions to be voted on separately. Vote= Passes. 

viii. Motion to increase line 7004 to 4000$

(1) VP Scott announced this is was too much money for crafts, and she does not support this motion.

(2) VP Anderson announced 1000$ is a proper amount of money for crafts, and if Spotlight needed more they should have raised more from fundraisers. 

(3) VP Terrell announced Spotlight emailed RSO, and they have tried to get co-sponsors.

(4) VP Davies believes this brings a great deal back to campus, and it helps foster and grow GVSU.

(5) VP Anderson called this motion to question. Vote= Passes. Motion to increase line 7004 to 4000$ passes (25:15:1)

ix. Motion to increase line 7022 to 4405$. Vote= Passes.
x. Sen. Duso motioned to cut line 7004 to 2,867$
(1) VP Hilbrand supports this motion. Vote= 20:20:1; President Trombka decides the motion should PASS.
xi. Sen. Tierney called the request of 30,000$ to question. Vote= Passes. (35:5:1)
xii. Spotlight will be 30,000$
c. MOTION TO APPROVE one (1) reserve request from GVSU Men's Club Hockey in the amount of 10,000$
i. GVSU Hockey representatives announce this event will bring a lot back to GV. The 10,000$ requested will go towards student tickets so they will not have to pay, and will be good for a whole days worth of games. 
ii. VP Scott supports this request because they have done extensive work to cover as many costs as possible. 

iii. VP Scott, Sen. VanDyken, and Sen, Stoll all suggested the tickets be distributed somewhere where students will have to go out of their way to get them .This will eliminate some of the students that buy tickets, and do not show to the events. 

iv. This motion was called to question and passed. Vote= PASSES. 
d. OPEN NOMINATIONS for the Distinguished Individual of the Year Award
i. EVP Bush announced this will be an award that is given at President’s Ball, and it is given to a faculty staff member that has contributed greatly. Voting for this award will take place at next weeks meeting. Write down the name of your nomination with a short rationale, and email it to EVP Bush.
