n. MOTION TO APPEAL reserve request from Seidman IPO 
· Seidman IPO presented their reserve request to the General Assembly. The Chair opened up discussion on the motion. VP Anderson moved to reduce line 7083 to $1,400 with the total request at $2188, and was supported by VP Cross. After much debate on the motion, Senator Workman called to question and passed. The motion to approve the reserve request for $2188 fails with 19-11-2 vote, which needed 2/3 to pass. 

· Senator Van Dyken asked the Seidman IPO the dues for the club, and the presenters said there weren’t any. The motion to pay for ten members stood on the table.

· Senator Workman called to question on the motion and it passed 23-9-1(Krombeen)


o. MOTION TO APPEAL reserve request from Greek Life Council
· The request from GLC was brought to GA because it goes over the four people per conference rule and the GLC filed an appeal. 

· VP Anderson asked the presenters how the delegation is selected to go to MGCA. Tom Coy, Assistant Director of Student Life accepts applications of interested members and selects from the applicants.

· VP Hilbrand moved to add $480 to line item 7023 and is supported. Senator Tierney calls to question and the subsidiary motion brought the overall total to $5792. Call to question on the main motion passes and the motion fails 21-6-5. Since the Appropriations committee approved $5312, the senate must have some amount approved. 

· Senator Chacon moved to set the amount at $3292, covering seven people to attend. Motion failed.

· Motion to set the total amount to $5792 to fund ten people. Motion was passed 24-4-4.
p. OPEN NOMINATIONS AND VOTE for the Vice President of Public Relations
VP Davies moved to postpone the election of the VP of PR until next week, and it was supported. The VP felt that the meeting already went long with the two appeals and that there were still subcommittee meetings left to do. The motion passed.

The candidates remaining were Sen. Terrell, Sen. Way, Sen. Levy, and Sen. Kissane.
