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A Student’s Work is Never Done…Or Is It?

Principles for this assessment

· Ask simple questions

· Define abstract terms

Process

· Students are invited to provide their names

· Students are told the purpose of the survey

· Gather data over a period of time

· Gather only as much as you’re willing to record
· Tabulate the data, especially the qualitative answers

Conclusions

· Statistics alone don’t tell the story
· Solutions may need to be sought outside the boundaries of a single class
Actions

· Share past data with new classes

· Rethink individual curricular goals, re: time allotment throughout semester

· Rethink departmental curricular constraints

Goals

· Solicit copies of stories for faculty assessment
· Align faculty and student definitions of abstract terms
· Class objectives will be more clearly articulated and understood
