Question # 1 (453) Responses

How did you feel initially about enrolling in a course with an SLA workshop attached?

1. I didn’t want to take it (78) or 17.2% 
2. I didn’t know what to expect (89) or 19.6% 

3. I thought it might help (214) or 47.2%
4. I really wanted the SLA (72) or 15.8%
* 63% of those who replied stated that either they really wanted the SLA, or they at least thought

 it might help.

Question #3 (408) Responses

How important is it that students should be required to attend SLA workshops if their grade falls below a “C”?

1. Unimportant (8) or 2%

2. Somewhat important (60) or 14.7%
3. Important (159) or 38.9%
4. Very Important (163) or 44.3%
* 83.2% of those who replied stated that they felt it was either important or very important that students be required to attend the SLA workshops if their grade falls below a “C”. 

Question #9 (370) Responses

Do you believe as a result of attending SLA workshops you earned a higher grade in this course than you would have without the workshops’ assistance?

1. Yes (273) or 73.7% 

2. No (97) or 26.2%
Question #10 (365) Responses

In your opinion, how much did the SLA improve your final grade in this course overall?

1. Raised my letter grade approximately ½ grade (179) or 49%
2. Raised my letter grade approximately 1 whole letter grade (95) or 26% 

3. No change in my overall grade by participating in the SLA (91) or 25%
*75% of the students who replied, felt that their final grade was raised by either one half to one whole grade, as a result of the SLA support.

Question #11 (455) Responses

Would you recommend enrolling in a course with an SLA workshop as a positive choice to other students?

1. Yes (417) or 91.6%
2. No (38) or 8.3%
