Structured Learning Assistance Program
The Structured Learning Assistance Program (SLA) is an academic support program that is available to all interested students. The SLA Program features weekly study and practice workshops in which students master course content to develop and apply specific learning strategies for the course.  The workshops are led (facilitated) by successful upper-level students, who in collaboration with the professor, develop workshop materials.  The facilitators clarify lecture points for the students and assist them in understanding the expectations of the professor.

The content for an SLA course is identical to that of a non-SLA course.  The difference is that if a student’s grade falls below a “C”, the SLA student is required to attend all workshop sessions until the grade returns to a “C” or better. The faculty may decide to set the mandatory grade higher, if he/she feels it is necessary. If they desire, students may continue to attend the workshops voluntarily to maintain their high grades.  Workshop activities may include study guides, collaborative learning, homework assistance, test preparation, and study skills such as efficient note-taking, time management, and dealing with test anxiety. Workshops meet from one to two hours per week throughout the entire semester.  The workshop times are formally attached to the student’s class schedule and there is no additional charge for this service to the student.
