Corky Meinecke Memorial Scholarship

The Corky Meinecke Memorial Scholarship honors the memory of Corky Meinecke, a
1977 GVSU graduate and sportswriter whose pen graced the pages of the Grand Rapids Press,
Bay City Times, Detroit News and Detroit Free Press before he died in 1997 of cancer.

Therefore, the scholarship is open to
applicants majoring in broadcasting, journalism, and communications who can demonstrate a
desire to work in the sports arena.
