General Education Assessment

Rubric for Assessing Student Work

The purpose of the General Education assessment is to evaluate learning outcomes—that is, how well we are preparing our students for their post-graduate experiences. We should have high expectations as we conduct the assessment of General Education courses.
The descriptions below are meant to describe student performance within the context of the General Education Program requirements. Excellent performance by a student in a 100-level Foundation course may be different from excellent performance by a student in an upper-level Theme course. 

4.0 = Exceptional

· corresponds to the traditional “A”  

· exceeds General Education Program expectations

· impressive work, excellent, outstanding

· high degree of creativity, originality, and/or professionalism

3.0-3.99 = Good

· corresponds to the traditional “B”

· clearly meets General Education Program expectations

· solid work, high quality, above average

2.0-2.99 = Acceptable

· corresponds to the traditional “C”

· generally meets General Education Program expectations

· competent work, satisfactory quality, adequate

· room for improvement, but acceptable nonetheless

1.00-1.99 = Unacceptable

· corresponds to the traditional “D” or “F”

· does not meet General Education Program expectations

· low quality, unsatisfactory

0 = Incomplete

· student did not do the assignment
