Goal 1: To analyze the evolution of public discourses regarding human rights

Objective/Outcome: Compare and contrast the paradigm of integration espoused by Civil Rights activists to the paradigm of nationalism espoused by Black Arts activists

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.):  Students will discuss and write a critique of James Baldwin’s and Malcolm X’s versions of civil rights.

Goal 2: To examine contested social constructs of “difference” such as race, ethnicity, gender, sexualities, class, faith, and nationality in relation to human rights

Objective/Outcome: To explore the implications and consequences of Black Arts activists theorizing the construct of “Blackness” on then current and today’s African American identity

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.):  In a short answer to a quiz question, students will explain the ways that Black Arts activists defined and performed their conception of “Blackness” in black identity and in their production of black art.

Goal 3: To comprehend the ways that social movements strive to advance human rights

Objective/Outcome: To understand and appreciate African Americans’ struggles for human rights in relation to the struggles for human rights in colonized African countries

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Students will identify and explain in short answer essay questions those Black Arts activists who visited other countries and what political rhetoric they appropriated from African, communist or other non-Western revolutionaries. 

Goal 4: To engage in articulate expression through effective speaking

Objective/Outcome: To express verbally the key human rights claims of Black nationalism 

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.):  Students will develop a media presentation on a key personality, event or text that represents the ideals and ideology of the Black Arts/Black Nationalist movement and deliver their presentation verbally and visually to the class.

Goal 5: To engage in articulate expression through effective writing

Objective/Outcome: To demonstrate effective writing ability through analysis

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.):  Students will write at least two essays that dissect the roles and rationales that sustained or challenged racial inequality in social relationships in America during the 1960’s and 70’s.

Goal 6: To think critically and creatively

Objective/Outcome: To demonstrate the ability to propose solutions to racial inequality

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): In discussions and in writing, students will provide a solution to the practice of racial inequality that persists in today’s society.

Goal 7: To locate, evaluate, and use information effectively

Objective/Outcome: To locate and critique information produced during the height of the Black Arts Movement 

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Students will research a key personality or event from this period and discuss the reception and impact on society at the time and at the present time.

Goal 8: To integrate different areas of knowledge and view ideas from multiple perspectives

Objective/Outcome:  To apply historical and comparative perspectives to the rhetoric of Black Nationalism

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.):  Students will evaluate the Black Arts Movement’s ideology from a retrospective position and from the vantage point of the Civil Rights Movement’s and African colonial movements’ ideologies.
