World Perspectives

Goal 1: Examine how culture affects people's efforts to understand, use, and survive in 

their environments, and how these efforts, in turn, affect culture; 

Objective/Outcome: The student will employ a cross-cultural perspective in examining the patterns in prehistory across geographic and cultural regions.  

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Answer exam questions that look at the origins of agriculture and the ecological advancements of different cultures.
Goal 2: Examine within a cultural context the world views, language, or ways of life of societies, nations, regions, or peoples located outside of the United States.
Objective/Outcome: The student will understand the institutions, political economy, religious practices etc. from an anthropological/archaeological perspective through understanding the specific cultural context of these ancient societies.

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Compose a final term paper that examines a research problem in archaeology.
Historical Perspectives
Goal 1: An understanding of how historical knowledge is created, including chronological thinking, a comprehension of primary sources, and historical analysis and interpretation;
Objective/Outcome: The student will learn how archaeologists reconstruct the past using material culture and theoretically grounded research questions.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Answer effectively, exam questions on specific knowledge.
Goal 2: An analysis of different cultures and ways of life, including those of the United States, or a consideration of the common problems and shared humanity among different peoples of the world;
Objective/Outcome: The student will be able to compare and contrast different ancient cultures and identify patterns in prehistory using a cross cultural anthropological perspective.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Answer exam questions that force a student to use integrative and analytical thinking skills.
Goal 3: An evaluation of historical understanding through the examination of various human endeavors, such as social, political, scientific/technological, economic, or philosophical/religious/aesthetic activities.
Objective/Outcome: The student will understand the progression and development of Human Culture from simple agrarian societies to complex states and will examine the failures of past civilizations so that we may better understand our own behavior.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Answer exam questions on specific knowledge.
Goal 4: To engage in articulate expression through effective speaking and writing
Objective/Outcome: The student will compose a research paper.

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): The paper will assess the student’s ability to write effectively.

Goal 5: To think critically and creatively
Objective/Outcome: The student will engage in a critical review of the archaeological literature found in journal articles, books, etc.  The exams will test the ability to apply knowledge gained in the class.

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Paper and exam.

Goal 6: To locate, evaluate, and use information effectively.
Objective/Outcome: The student will locate and employ research materials for their final paper.

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Final Paper.
