Objective/Outcome: The students will engage in laboratory activities that demonstrate not only the methods and techniques of archaeology but also demonstrate how these techniques originated.  The student will take these techniques and analyze a data set that they themselves generate.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Laboratory assignments will measure skill proficiency.  A final research paper will require students to generate a research protocol, collect and analyze data and generate conclusions about a population.
Goal 2: The major approaches, methods, theories, and substantive findings of the field;
Objective/Outcome: The students will understand the major findings, techniques and historical development of the field of archaeology.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Exam questions will assess the knowledge base of the students and their acquirement of the foundational material.
Goal 3: An informed critical stance that will allow students to weigh and apply ideas and claims from the social and behavioral sciences outside the classroom.
Objective/Outcome: The students will generate data, test hypotheses and derive conclusions in their research.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): The final research project will allow students to collect demographic and ideological information from cemetery headstones and use archaeological analyses to examine this population from an anthropological perspective.
Goal 4: To engage in articulate expression through effective speaking or writing.
Objective/Outcome: The student will construct a research paper based on data they themselves collect.  Students are also expected to participate in class.

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Paper, oral assessment.

Goal 5: To think critically and creatively.
Objective/Outcome: Laboratory assignments will test student problem solving skills.

Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Laboratory assignments.
