Goal 1: Examine how culture affects people's efforts to understand, use, and survive in their environments, and how these efforts, in turn, affect culture.
Objective/Outcome: To correlate the diversity of kinship patterns with social and ecological contexts. Through exposure to case studies, cross cultural and comparative, students will learn to critically evaluate kinship patterns to understand how meaning and practice related to contexts such as ecology, economy, reproduction, gender, and family.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Case study presentations, mid-term exam essay question, semester project, creating a thematic model depicting interconnected domains.
Goal 2: Examine within a cultural context the world views, language, or ways of life of societies, nations, regions, or peoples located outside of the United States.
Objective/Outcome: Students will be able to connect kinship patterns and network s to cultural meanings and the identities of social groups. The social rights and obligations of family link people to ways of life. Students also are exposed to the perspectives of social groups which are positioned different within kinship and social networks.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Semester project focuses on a case study of a cultural or social group, marriage contract assignment, and genealogy assignment. Mid-term exam, essay question.
Goal 3: Skill Goal 1: To engage in articulate expression through effective speaking or writing
Objective/Outcome: Students are expected to develop speaking and writing skills. Clear writing and expression are fundamental to success in the course. Student will learn to integrate information and knowledge from a range of sources. Experience will be gained through writing and oral presentations.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Students will write and hand in five major assignments, totaling roughly 50 pages, consisting of the project, assignments and case studies presentations.  Class discussion of the readings and oral presentations of the case studies and semester project will measure articulate expression.
Goal 4: Skill Goal 2: To think critically and creatively
Objective/Outcome: Students are expected to think critically and creatively by integrating information and knowledge from a range of sources. Students will evaluate theoretical perspectives on the origins, diversity, and complexity of kinship and family relations. Student will use a perspective as a lens against which to evaluate the range of case studies reviewed in the course, and to compare their own family data.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Reading notes, Blackboard Blogging and class discussion. Semester project on a case study of a cultural or social group, marriage contract assignment, and genealogy assignment. Mid-term exam, essay question.
Goal 5: Skill Goal 3: To locate, evaluate, and use information effectively.
Objective/Outcome: Students will collect materials from the library and database sources. These sources are linked to data collect from families. In addition, students learn the methods and techniques of kinship mapping and analysis, which are applied to family data and case studies.
Measure (test question, paper, presentation, etc.): Semester project on a case study of a cultural or social group, marriage contract assignment, and genealogy assignment, in which students learn kinship mapping and create two genealogies (assignment and semester project).
