Foundation: The Arts

Each course in the category is an introduction to an area of study in the visual and performing arts and includes direct exposure to works of art or live performances and preparation of written responses to the experiences. Students will realize that art functions as a major cultural force in the experiences of individuals and communities. An understanding of the arts helps people to define what is meaningful and significant in life.
Content Goals

All courses in the Arts category include the following content:
1. An examination of the principles and questions that define the field and analysis of formal elements of works of art;

2. How meaning in the arts is created and interpreted;

3. An understanding of the historical and cultural contexts for artists and their works.
Skills Goals

All courses in a Foundation use teaching methods that help students become more proficient in the following skills:

1. To engage in articulate expression through effective speaking or writing;

2. To think critically and creatively;

3. To locate, evaluate, and use information effectively.
