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WISE Peer Mentor Program

We are pleased to announce the Women in Science and Engineering Peer Mentorship program for the 2007-2008 academic year. 

WISE Peer Mentors are returning students who have gone through the WISE program and wish to serve as role models by assisting with the program for the new first-year students.  WISE Peer Mentors must be in good academic standing (gpa > 2.5) and must be a  science, math, computer science or engineering major. 

In general, your duties as a peer mentor will be to assist the new first-year WISE students in the transition to university life.  In particular, WISE Peer Mentors will be assigned a group of “mentees”, consisting of 5-10 incoming students.  As a mentor, you will contact these students over the summer and tell them about yourself, GVSU, and the WISE program. Peer Mentors will move-in to the Koeze-Weed living center early and assist with program planning, new student move-in, and WISE orientation events.  Part of your role as peer mentor will be to attend programs with your mentees.  WISE peer mentors may also plan programs within the WISE center, and will serve as a resource to the WISE faculty, Resident Assistant and Housing staff.

WISE peer mentors will have the option to serve as tutors, which is a program that pays an hourly rate through the Academic Resource Center (ARC).  WISE peer mentors will receive two $100.00 gift cards to the University bookstore (one each semester) upon completion of their duties.  Peer mentors also will get their choice of rooms in the Koeze-Weed Living center.

WISE Peer Mentor responsibilities:

· Contact incoming WISE students over the summer

· Help with WISE student move-in and orientation events

· Assist RA with WISE programming

· Attend WISE events

· Serve as a resource and role model for first-year WISE students

· Assist RA with posting news and information in the residence hall

WISE peer mentor benefits:

· Continue to live in and be a part of the WISE community

· Choose your room in Koeze-Weed and move-in early

· Interact with WISE faculty and the WISE RA in a leadership capacity

· Learn leadership, organizational and communication skills

· Be a role model for first-year WISE students

· Receive a $100.00 GVSU bookstore gift card for each semester you serve as a WISE peer mentor
