Banner Pre-Requisite Overview and Helpful Hints

Pre-requisite Process

· All registration restrictions will be checked.  These include but are not limited to pre-requisites, co-requisites, majors, college, and grades.  

· Students currently enrolled in a pre-requisite, or who have completed the course, will be permitted to enroll in a course requiring that pre-requisite. This is subject to all other registration restrictions including space availability and time conflicts.

· Undergraduate students who received transfer credit equivalent to the course or exam credit that meets the course requirement will have met the pre-requisite requirement.

· Graduate students’ pre-requisites can only be determined for those courses taken at GVSU or if the department has approved a specific transfer equivalency.

· If a graduate course requires an undergraduate course as a pre-requisite, it can only be enforced for students who have an undergraduate record at GVSU.

· Students who want to request an approval to enroll in a course, who have fulfilled the prerequisite in some way other than taking the prerequisite as a course, will need to see the academic department that offers the course. 

· Students should prepare and become familiar with using banner to search courses that have pre-requisites. Please go to the website - http://www.gvsu.edu/registrar/, click on “My Banner Registration Directions” and then click on “Click here to determine if a course has a pre-requisite” for more information. 

· Students will be notified by the appropriate department if they drop a course that is a pre-requisite for another course in a future semester. Students must either drop the course with the pre-requisite or request approval to remain in the course. Further, the department, through the dean, has the authority to request that the registrar drop the student from the course if the student no longer meets the pre-requisite requirement.

· Co-requisites are courses that must be registered for and taken at the same time in the same semester.

· The spring/summer semester is considered one semester.  For that reason, students cannot enroll in a class during the first 6 weeks that is a prerequisite for a course in the second 6 weeks without getting the approval of the department.

Override Process

· Department chairpersons or other authorized department officials will have the authority to allow a student who has fulfilled the prerequisite in some way other than taking the prerequisite as a course, to enroll in a course.  This approval can be done ahead of time so that when the student registers on their assigned date and time they will be allowed into the course if the course is open and they meet all other registration restrictions.
