THE POSITIVE BLACK WOMEN SCHOLARSHIP ENDOWMENT

History and Purpose of the Scholarship

For many years some African-American women who wanted to enter or return to college were prohibited from doing so because of a lack of support and funds.  The assistance needed was primarily financial, but also several students needed personal assistance in the form of encouragement.  In 1994, a team of Grand Valley State University African-American women faculty, professional administrators and COT staff members formed a comradeship recognizing the importance of meeting these needs and began the path to establishing the Positive Black Women’s Scholarship Endowment.  In 2000, the Positive Black Women’s organization along with friends and supporters reached the endowment status. And now the endowment is able to provide scholarships in perpetuity. 
The original intent of the GVSU Positive Black Women Scholarship Endowment was to assist African-American women in developing and achieving their academic goals.  Today the Positive Black Women’s Scholarship Endowment is offered to any GVSU student who demonstrates a successful service contribution to African American women and girls and/or a demonstrated personal commitment to African American Women’s issues. This scholarship is open to all student applicants regardless of their race, creed, color, gender or sexual orientation. The scholarship stipend may be used for meeting the cost of tuition, payment of the on-campus housing deposit, the purchase of books or school supplies, or to assist with the cost of child or adult care, or any other additional needs as determined by the Scholarship Committee.
The Positive Black Women Scholarship Committee will select one or more recipients for the GVSU Positive Black Women Scholarship.  Preference will be given to part or full-time, re-entering or non-traditional applicants. The scholarship must be applied to expenses at Grand Valley State University and is not transferable to another institution. All scholarship recipients agree to participate in the awards ceremony, normally held in March, as a condition of accepting this scholarship.  All scholarship recipients are expected to contribute to this endowment fund upon graduation.
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A scholarship not to exceed the equivalent of three credit hours (not including fees) of undergraduate or graduate tuition at Grand Valley State University may be awarded.  The scholarship may be used for its stated purpose by students attending GVSU in good academic standing, by the end of the semester designated in the request.   The Financial Aid Office has informed the Committee that this scholarship award could impact the student’s overall Financial Aid packet. The Positive Black Women Scholarship Committee will determine the number of scholarships awarded each year.  Scholarship awardees may reapply.

Applicants should complete the attached form and provide an essay describing their career and academic goals, any financial hardships or needs, and how she/he would benefit from this scholarship. Also please include a statement on how the applicant has made a significant service-related contribution to African-American women or girls and/or a demonstrated personal commitment to African American Women’s issues. The applicant may also include a recommendation letter that substantiates their service-related contribution.
