CLAS Curriculum Committee:  2010-2011 Report


The CLAS Curriculum Committee (CCC) reviews all proposals to create new courses or modify existing ones as well as proposals for new certificates, new programs, or revisions to department or program requirements.  As an elected body, the committee also considers broader issues relating to the curriculum when requested by the Dean or the Faculty Council.  In doing this, the committee members support curricular innovation while protecting the prerogatives of particular academic departments.  They pride themselves on a tradition of diligence, integrity, good humor, and esprit de corps. 

So far in 2010-2011, the committee reviewed 157 proposals. There were 62 new course proposals, 71 course change proposals, 1 new certificate proposal, 2 Final Plans, and 21 program change requests including revisions of major and minor programs in History, Biology/NRM, Writing, and Geology to name a few. There are 20+ proposals waiting in the queue and 4 more scheduled meetings. 

The CCC also reviews curricular proposals from other units that have an impact on CLAS. This year, the committee provided feedback on a new Religious Studies major and minor for BCoIS.

On matters of policy, the CCC offered recommendations on cognates. CCC continues to expedite prerequisite fast track proposals for prerequisite reductions and shifting x80 study abroad proposals into regular course numbers.
