Tybalt
Benvolio and Mercutio
Mercutio
Called him “villain”
Tybalt stabs Mercutio under Romeo’s arm
Go somewhere to fight
Romeo coming onto the scene
“I love you, but can’t tell you why, you don’t know me…good-bye”
Upset that Romeo won’t fight, so he calls Tybalt a “rat catcher”
Steps between them, facing Mercutio
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
