	 I. Call to Order
	M. Luttenton called the meeting to order at 9:05 AM. 
	

	II. Approval of Agenda
	
	Motion: J. Peck moved to approve the agenda. D. Epple seconded. Motion passed unanimously. 

	III. Approval of Minutes-
February 22, 2013
	
	Motion: J. Peck moved to approve the February 22, 2013 Graduate Council minutes. A. Lowen seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	IV. Chair’s Report – M. Luttenton
	M. Luttenton discussed revisions to the draft faculty workload policy. The Provost’s Cabinet will review it next. Have covered all major concerns with administrators. Some recent GC actions have not gone to the Provost for final approval yet. There is one more full Graduate Council meeting. If needed, the Graduate Council can come together during one of the subcommittee weeks if needed. 

If the proposal to restructure Graduate Council is approved, KCON, CHP, PCEC, and the Library should be aware that they will need to elect an additional member. They may choose to hold a special election or appoint someone. Elected members serve 3 years while appointed members service depends on their colleges’ preferences, typically 1 or 2 years.  M. Luttenton has spoken to BCOIS about having members ready starting in Fall 2013.  
	

	V. Dean’s Report – J. Stevenson
	The Graduate Showcase is April 16 from 3:30-6:00 PM in the Hager-Lubbers Exhibition Hall and Loosemore Auditorium. There will be 34 posters that include research, internship, and fieldwork from across programs. Paul Vanderburgh from the University of Dayton is the keynote speaker. GC members were asked to encourage faculty to support it and urge students to attend as well. 
The next PACES workshop is Saturday, March 30, from 9 AM to 3 PM. The workshop is “Job Hunting in Today's Economy:  Social Media, Resumes and Cover Letters, Job Searches, Etiquette, Interviews.” Seventy people are registered. Students can send their resume ahead of time and have it critiqued by an HR professional. 
The last PACES session will be held Saturday, April 13, at the Meadows, the topic is “How to Survive a Golf Outing,” and will teach graduate students how to make the most of a golf outing as a professional. Participants will play 9 holes in the afternoon and several deans will be there to help them learn networking skills.
	

	VI. Curriculum Subcommittee Report – M. Staves
	The committee reviewed 9 proposals at the last meeting. Twenty new proposals for the school psychology program are in the queue. If necessary the GC-CC could review proposals after the end of the semester but UCC will not meet thus the proposals won’t be able to move forward. The School Psychology program will not be ready in the fall because there will be a faculty search first, and the Registrar’s office won’t put programs and courses through unless they’ve been approved.  The School Psychology authors will meet with GC-CC next week. 
GC members were asked to review the School Counseling program proposal, Log 7965 in preparation for a full Council vote. It was also noted that the MPH program proposal Log 8058, can be reviewed in the curriculum system as well.

GC members discussed challenges with regard to the timing of the approval of new programs vs. marketing them before they are approved. Programs are reviewed by various committees, including the Online Education Council if the program offers a number of online courses.  
P. Jabaay reported that the GC-CC approved 230 proposals in the last 3 years while UCC approved 190 (graduate proposals), of those, they sent 3 back for revision. 
	

	VII. Policy Subcommittee Report – A. Lowen
	The late withdraw and leave of absence policies require more research and will likely be ready for review in April. A. Lowen will meet with the chair of APSC regarding the incomplete grade policy. Graduate students cannot graduate with an X or I grade on their transcript. 
	

	VIII. GSA Report – P. Jabaay
	The GSA will hold elections for next year’s officers.  A. Dean attended a Student Senate meeting to persuade the Senate to give graduate students a seat. John Iott will endorse the GSA to elect the graduate student and support GSA representation on Student Senate.
	

	IX. Old Business
	A. Faculty Workload Policy
The rationale was restructured per recommendations from J. Jellema and the FPPC.  The policy was reformatted. Graduate Council members reviewed the changes and made suggestions for minor edits and corrections. 
B. Graduate Council Restructure

Graduate Council members reviewed the revised policy. The list of departments under “administration membership” had been removed but will be added back in because of concerns that some departments involved in graduate education might be excluded in the future under a different group of Graduate Council members.
