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CS 693 – MASTER’S PROJECT

Prior to Starting

In the semester before starting their Project option, students complete the top portion of the Project Form. They decide upon a topic for their Project and write up a brief Project Proposal outlining the work to be done. When complete, students obtain a faculty member's agreement to serve as their Project Advisor. The Advisor may solicit feedback from other faculty members about the merit and scope of the Project Proposal.  After a general consensus has been reached regarding its scope and quality, the Project Advisor signs that portion of the Form which allows students to obtain a CS 693 Registration Permit from the school's secretary so they can register for the course.

While Taking CS 693

Throughout the semester in which CS 693 is taken, students have three responsibilities
:  complete the Project work, complete a write-up of the Project, and prepare an oral presentation.  CS 693 is not considered complete until all three components are satisfactorily finished.  Throughout the semester, students will make periodic reports to their Advisor.  Ten days prior to the end of the semester, students give their Project Advisor a copy of the Project write-up in order to solicit feedback.  Improvements to the write-up typically continue until the end of the semester. 

During the final exam week of classes students give a formal, oral presentation of their Project to the Project Advisor and to other members of the GVSU community.   

When the Project work, write-up and oral presentation have been satisfactorily completed, the Advisor signs the Project Form indicating final approval of the project, and assigns students a grade.
� Additional requirements may be set by the Advisor depending on the nature and scope of the Project.
