How Does it Work?
Through the generosity and sustainability e�orts of the GVSU

Surplus Store, a number of laptop computers have been 
donated to the project.   A Laptop computer will be given to a 

low-income student, or returning veteran, on LOAN, FREE of charge.  
Yes, on LOAN for FREE!! It is the student’s to keep until they 

leave GVSU, after which time they must be returned. 
The project wants to give students the tools to guarantee success and 

keep the laptops out of the land�lls!
