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- Committed Greenspace Lands

These areas identify some of the "protected" natural lands in the
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watershed. Areas mapped include: state parks, state game areas, ™ ™ PSS
national forests, local parks, nature preserves, nature centers, trails,
cemeteries, conservation easements, and camp lands. N

Green Infrastructure Types

These areas are priority areas that may have the greatest potential
- Hub for supporting a regional green infrastructure network but are not

currently in protected status. The network includes large blocks of
mostly naturally vegetated areas that serve as network hubs.

Narrower natural corridors (typically river/creek corridors) connect
the network together.
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
