Penney reported that Larry Burns, ECS, will be presenting the “minor as Theme” idea to UCC on Wednesday (she will attend).  GES had a conversation about why the idea was being vetted at UCC instead of GES first.  GES reaffirmed that a Theme consists of multiple courses that are accessible to all GVSU students (i.e., the courses have few or no prerequisites). The other requirements are that students need to take 3 courses from 3 different disciplines in one Theme and students may take a maximum of one course at the 100/200 level. Larry Burns and UCC will be invited to GES to continue this discussion later this month.

C. Workgroup reports

Assessment Taskforce

Roger reported on the recently revised assessment flowchart that incorporates GES review of the CAR (course assessment report).

Due to the heavy workloads and difficulty arranging alternate meeting times for the various work groups, GES will meet every other week as a full group, allowing work groups to meet on alternate weeks at that time.  The group agreed to change all the subsequent meetings to the Allendale campus.
