 Undergraduate Students 
Resident Lower Division:  1-11 credits: $356 per credit; 12-16 

credits: $4098 total; over 16 credits: $4098 plus $356 per credit 

over 16. 

Resident Upper Division:  1-11 credits: $373 per credit; 12-16 

credits: $4302 total; over 16 credits: $4302 plus $373 per credit 

over 16. 

Non-Resident Lower Division:  1-11 credits: $532 per credit;  

12-16 credits: $6255 total; over 16 credits: $6255 plus $532 per 

credit over 16. 

Non-Resident Upper Division:  1-11 credits: $550 per credit;  

12-16 credits: $6466 total; over 16 credits: $6466 plus $550 per 

credit over 16. 

NOTE: Students are classified as upper division upon earning 

their 55th semester credit.  Additional tuition is assessed on some 

high cost curriculum. 

LATE ADD FEE:   Under exceptional circumstances a student 

may be allowed to add a course after the deadline.  The 

completed transaction, accompanied by support from the 

instructor, department chair and college dean, must include a  

$25 late add fee and any additional tuition. 

LATE REGISTRATION FEE:   $50 assessed registrations 

received on or after the first day of the semester. 

 

Masters Students 
Resident:  $425 per credit for masters courses, $373 per credit for 

undergraduate courses. 

Non-Resident:  $600 per credit for masters courses, $550 per 

credit for undergraduate courses. 

Doctorate Students 
Resident:  $480 per credit for doctorate courses, $425 for masters 

level courses and $373 per credit for undergraduate courses. 

Non-Resident:  $685 per credit for doctorate courses, $600 per 

credit for masters courses. 
NOTE: The block rate tuition is not in effect for students 

classified as graduate.  Additional tuition is assessed on some 

high cost curriculum.

TUITION POLICY: Tuition and fees are based on the 

student's classification and level of course: undergraduate lower 

division, undergraduate upper division, masters resident, masters 

non-resident, doctorate resident or doctorate non-resident.
