Dr. Nancy K. Mack Scholarship

Purpose: To provide financial assistance to an undergraduate student who is seeking a second
bachelor’s degree or a non-traditional student who is pursuing a career in elementary education.

Amount: $2000 for the traditional academic year at $1000/semester.

Eligibility: Must be an undergraduate student enrolled at least half-time (six credits) in the College
of Liberal Arts and Sciences with a teachable major and minor in elementary education. Must have
completed at least 30 credit hours, earned a minimum 2.7 overall GPA and a 2.7 GPA in elementary
minor courses. Must be making satisfactory academic progress according to GVSU norms. Must
meet minimum GPA requirements in major program area when applying to the College of Education.
Must demonstrate financial need by completing the Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA). Preference will be given to math and science majors, candidates who would be considered
non-traditional students and candidates pursuing a second bachelor’s degree.

Renewal: Student is automatically renewed up to maximum of eight semesters. This scholarship may
or may not select a recipient each year depending on if last year’s candidate is not renewed.
Selection: Based upon application. Candidates will be required to submit with their application a
brief essay on their prior educational experience and how the scholarship funds will assist in
achieving your long term goals. Recipients will be chosen by the CLAS Academic Advising Centers,
College of Education and the Financial Aid Office.
