1.0	New members of EIC introduced. Missing members include: Katie Barnhart from CHS, one faculty member TBD from BCoIS, ; two student voting members (one undergraduate student  and , graduate student)  to be appointed by from the Student Senate, one member from the AP Committeeuncil, and one member from APSS. have not yet been designated  Eileen indicated that Student Senate would be assigning members early in the fall. this would be looked into at Student Senate soon.
2.0	Karen reported on the list of items included in the EITF Final Report to UAS.  Members noted the potential of the recent Campus Climate study as a resource document for EIC, and Eileen offered to provided a simplified , revised version of the Climate Study results review to EIC.  EIC still tasks itself to set up website resources similar to that available to other UAS subcommittees.
3.0	The two largest tasks for 2017 – 2018 are Review of Faculty Handbook, and the Teach-In.  Possible dDates for the Teach-In have already been reserved in Fall and Winter, depending on our choice (Fall, see below).  Recommendations were made for early to make priorconsultation, with individuals like Ed Aboufadel, on the process for the review of the Faculty Handbook.	Comment by Karen Gipson: I don’t remember this. It’s not a bad idea, but we’d want to have a clear set of questions for Ed. I’m also extremely familiar with the process of making changes to the FH. 
4.0	Requests and some discussion were held to identify a chair for EIC.  John ultimately volunteered to serve as chair, and Karen volunteered to serve as in the informally designated role ofvice-chair.

5.0	a)  A discussion, in some detail, was held over the question of when to hold the Teach-In. Recommendations from the membership of the previous EITF were reviewed by discussion for new committee members on EIC, and it was decided to go with the Fall 2017 date, on Nov 9th.

c)  A discussion of the a modifications to evaluation forms of the polling of event participantsis desirable to obtain additional information we are not collecting, such as on items such as the actual conceptual perception of the “Teach-In”, and use of the Teach-In by faculty in coursework.	Comment by Karen Gipson: I believe we discussed  making changes  to the existing evaluation forms, rather  than taking a  separate poll.  
	d)  Some Wwork will need to be done during the summer, largely through e-mail communication.  Many mechanisms of communication to the students should be available over the summer through programming and new student orientation.
6.0	It was recommended by John that the Accessibility Task Force report be reviewed individually by EIC members over the summer, and comments sent back to John by e-mail, for discussion and finalization in early Fall semester.  No immediate deadline was given by UAS for the completion of our review.	Comment by Karen Gipson: This is true, but misleading, as ECS never issues deadlines, other than “sometime before March 2018.”
7.0	In the summer, John will locate remaining EIC members, meet with the UAS Chair, , and Senate Assistant work with Lisa Surman Haight. on initial logistics of setting up the new committee.
