Declaring a Dance Major: 
In order to declare Dance as your major you have to be formally accepted into the Dance Program.  In order to be accepted you must 
audition.  If you have any questions about auditions please contact the Department of Music, Theatre, and Dance at 616-331-3484.  If you 
have auditioned and been accepted please complete the following steps in order to declare your major. 

1. Go to the Department of Music, Theatre, and Dance’s website www.gvsu.edu/mtd and click on the current student tab and select 

student forms. 

2. Scroll down to Major Declaration and click on the tab. 

3. Print the form and fill out your personal information. 

4. Sign and return the form to the Department of Music, Theatre, and Dance in 1300 Haas Center for Performing Arts. 

Requirement for a Major in Dance 
Students in the dance major must complete a minimum of 47 credit hours in dance 
 
Mid-Program Review. 

1. At the end of the sophomore year, students enrolled in the dance major program will sign-up for a Mid-program Review to 

determine if they can proceed to upper-division courses. The Mid-program Review is reviewed and adjudicated by the dance faculty. 

2. The following courses must be successfully completed by the end of the semester the student completes the Mid-program Review: 

two semesters in ballet (DAN 241, DAN 341, or DAN 441); two semesters in modern dance (DAN 251, DAN 351, or DAN 451); DAN 

175, DAN 275, DAN 211, and DAN 245. 

Degree: B.A. 

Bachelor of Arts
