Embarking Experience: THE 161 Production - An introduction to the Capstone: THE 495 — required as part of the THE major
collaborative nature of the theatrical process, production practices, and
theatrical operations. The course examines the duties and responsibilities of
the various collaborative artists, such as actors, directors, designers,
producers, and managers. Students will participate in the production
activities of the college.

THE 151 Acting Process - An introduction to the process of acting through
improvisation, freeing the natural performer by means of physical,
intellectual, emotional, and intuitive exercises and games. Extensive
experiential work and subsequent evaluation.

Experiential Learning: THE 365 Directing—Study and practical application of
the fundamental concepts of play directing: play selection, script analysis and
interpretation, artistic choices, articulation of ideas, communication with
actors, and critique.

THE 367-368-369 Scene design/lighting design/costume design. A study of
the theoretical and artistic concepts and procedures for designing a live
performance. Students will participate in the production activities of the
college.
