1 Students who self-place into WRT 150 (4 Credits) for their writing foundations requirement should take this course in semester 1 of their first year.
Students who self-place into WRT120 (3 Credits) should take this course in the fall semester and then take WRT 130 (3 Credits) in the winter semester of
the first year. A grade of C or higher is required in WRT 130 or WRT 150 to fulfill the writing foundations requirement. Students will not need to take WRT
150 (or 120 & 130) if they have earned credit for the course through AP/Dual Enroliment.
2 Students must take WRT 200, 210, 219, and 253, but in any order (all have WRT 150 or 130 as a prerequisite).
3 Bachelor of Science requirements are ENG 261, STA 215, and CIS 238. MTH 110 and CIS 160 are prerequisites for the STA 215 and CIS 238 courses.
*Students must complete a total of two courses with an SWS attribute. You must have a total of 120 credits to graduate from Grand Valley State University
(you are encouraged to complete an average of 15 credits per semester). Supplement major courses with general education courses when scheduling. The
block tuition rate is for 12-15 credits. You will pay additional tuition for any credits over 15.
