Understanding the Game
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In REEFSCAPE presented by Haas, 2 competing alliances are invited to score coral
(PVC tube), harvest algae (rubber ball), and attach to the barge before time runs out.
Alliances earn additional rewards for meeting specific scoring thresholds and for
cooperating with opponents.

Autonomous Mode (first 15 seconds): Robots operate only on pre-programmed
instructions to score points. Autonomous mode ends with a field sound.

Teleoperated Mode (remaining 135 seconds): Drivers control their robots.
