Michigan law authorizes the Department of State to reexamine a driver when there is
reason to believe the driver may be unable to operate a motor vehicle safely. The
Department relies on information from law enforcement, medical personnel, Secretary
of State branch staff, and concerned citizens, including family members, to identify
unsafe drivers.

The Department of State provides a form, called a Request for Driver Evaluation (OC-
88), that can be completed and submitted to the Traffic Safety Division to request a
review of an individual's driving skills. This form is available at your local Secretary of
State branch office or by clicking on the link at the bottom of the web page. The OC-88
form will ask you for information about the driver and the incident or pattern of behavior
that justifies an evaluation. You will also be required to include your name, address,

If the Department of State determines that a reexamination is necessary, the driver will
be notified by mail. This notification will include the date, time and location where the
driver will report. Prior to receiving a Notice to Appear, the Department will mail a
medical statement and/or vision statement to be completed by a physician or eye
specialist, respectively.

At the reexamination, the driver will be evaluated based upon the medical or vision
statement, the completion of vision, road sign, knowledge, and on the road performance
tests. A driver assessment analyst will determine if licensing controls are necessary
and if it is necessary for the driver to appear for subsequent reexaminations. If needed,
licensing controls may range from requiring special equipment and/or restricting driving
times, to suspension or revocation of driving privileges.

A guardian of a legally incapacitated individual is a guardian of an adult appointed under
the Estate and Protected Individuals Code. Any person interested in the adult's welfare,
including the adult, can file a petition by using the form found on the website. The
petitioner must prove that the adult meets the definition of "legally incapacitated
individual,” which is found on the website.

Since 1972, the Michigan Long Term Care Ombudsman Program has striven to improve
the quality of care and quality of life experienced by residents who reside in licensed
long term care facilities. Licensed long term care facilities are nursing homes, homes for
the aged, and adult foster care homes.

Ombudsmen advocate for the resident in the facilities, guided by the wishes of the
resident. All services are provided under strict confidentiality. Ombudsmen cannot
share information about the resident or the resident’s concerns without the resident’s
permission.

You should call an Ombudsman when you have unresolved questions or concerns
about care in a facility, when you have questions about your rights in a long-term care
facility, or when you have questions or need technical expertise on long-term care
issues.
