The voices of Black artists expressing their daily struggles and range 
of approaches to addressing systemic racism are included next to responses 
by GV faculty who embed conversations about race, identity, and oppression 
into their curriculum. Explore these statements and consider how these 
issues enter into your personal and educational experiences.

EDUCATION

Often, the work of Black artists is embedded within a larger narrative of the 
African American experience, while white, male, heterosexual experiences 
dominate historical and contemporary mainstream narratives in visual art. As 
a result, we must actively include and elevate the voices, and experiences 
of Black and other marginalized artists to move toward equality.
