Preparing for the Fall 2012 Review of the First Round of Issues Course Proposals
Beginning September 10, we’ll have up to 54 course proposals to consider as part of the expedited review process for this first round of Issues courses. We need to review the content and skills goals of the Issues courses and discuss how we want to go about reviewing the proposals.

To help make our discussion concrete, let’s consider (for discussion only) two of the proposals completed this summer: ANT 345 (Log #7834) and LIB 322 (Log #7819). Our discussion will focus on the “required forms,” especially the “General Education Goals Form.”

Preparing for the 2012-13 CAP revisions for Foundation/Culture Courses
Over the course of this academic year, we’ll need to help faculty generate new Course Assessment Plans for all of the GE Foundations and Cultures courses. These CAPs will demonstrate how each course will teach and assess two skills goals, according to the distribution plan detailed in the “GE Proposal in Brief” and in the original proposal. We need to create a process by which we will offer assistance to faculty as they develop and submit the CAPs for our review.
In addition to the materials we generated last year, we still need to develop assessment rubrics for each of the nine skills goals. Only one of those is fully drafted at this point: the information literacy rubric. We’ll discuss that rubric and make a plan for drafting the other eight.
