Orientation and Registration

Transcripts

Be sure to have your updated transcripts sent into the GVSU Registrar's office before
the school year starts -- this will ensure that you're taking all the most appropriate
classes for you and your academic goals.

If you're transfering from high school, please keep these things in mind:

« If you took any AP exams, make sure to have those scores sent in

« If you dual enrolled in any college classes, make sure to have those transcripts
sent in as well (from the other college)

» **Final high school transcript and all college transcripts must be submitted prior to
the start of classes. Official electronic transcripts can be sent to adm-
transcripts@gyvsu.edu.

If you're transferring from another college, please keep these things in mind:

» Check out the CECI Transfer Student help page!

» Make sure to have your MACRAO/MTA indicated on your transcripts if applicable
to you

» **All college transcripts must be submitted prior to the start of classes. Official
electronic transcripts can be sent to adm-transcripts@gvsu.edu.
