Under each GE category, we have a definition of each skill goal. Do we need the definition for each
skill goal?

On page 4, the stem in front of the knowledge outcomes will be, “Graduates will know...”
On page 4, the stem for skills goal will be, “Graduate are proficient in...”

The university has to have SLOs for accreditation. That means we must use student learning
outcomes in our verbiage to be consistent.

Remove second sentence under the title of SLOs of the GE Program. Change the first sentence to
